The Power of Imagery in Telling Your Story

We’ve all heard the saying, “a picture is worth a thousand words,” and the
phrase stays popular because it’s true! Whether it’s still photography, video or
even an artist’s sketch, imagery is a powerful tool in helping you tell your story.

If you look at any major newspaper from the early 1900’s, there are very
few images used. These newspapers were almost exclusively text, with only an
occasional image or sketch used. Indeed, the ads included in the paper used
more imagery than the news stories themselves! But as we moved further into
the 20th century, photographs, charts of all kinds and other forms of imagery
became more and more prevalent in daily newspapers across the world. Think
USA Today! Fast forward to 2026 and it’s inconceivable to think of a major news
story in any medium without heavy use of imagery. TV exists at all because of
imagery. Any web-based news outlet uses imagery extensively. But why is this
so powerful?

Because imagery “takes you there.” Just try describing a house fire on
local TV news without the use of video. A car show? Can’t doit. Explaining
how an internal combustion engine works? Nope. You get the idea. Knowing
this, how can imagery help you tell the story of the good works done by your
Chapter? You will want the community to know about your help to veterans,
about your support of military families, about any sort of community service that
your Chapter takes on. By all means you need the printed word to be a
centerpiece of your efforts, but adding photos or video to the text helps convey
the impact of what you’ve just done. Imagery adds a human touch to everything
and amplifies the impact of your Chapter’s efforts.

Pulitzer-level photography or video skills aren’t necessary; today’s smart
phones are of sufficient quality to provide superb still images and “good
enough” video to support your web site and perhaps local news outlets. You
impact those pictured in the imagery, Chapter members who can take pride in
their Chapter’s good works, and community leaders who appreciate what you’ve
done for their fellow citizens.

So the next time your Chapter does something noteworthy, make sure
somebody is grabbing their smart phone and capturing imagery to record the
event. The impact will be much greater!

2026 ISSUES

Ending the ‘Wounded Veteran Tax’
The Bill: The Major Richard Star Act would end an unfair pay offset faced by
tens of thousands of combat-injured veterans who lose a dollar of retirement
pay for every dollar of VA disability compensation. The wide majority of

members in both the House and Senate have cosponsored this legislation, but it
has been derailed by procedural and rules issues in recent sessions.

Take Action: Ask Your Lawmakers to Support Combat-Injured Veterans

Protect Pay of ALL Who Serve During Federal Shutdowns
The Bill: The Shutdown Fairness Act would protect the pay of armed forces
members (to include Drill Status Reservists) during a federal funding lapse.
MOAA supports this effort to avoid this regular disruption and uncertainty faced
by service members and their families, and supports an amendment to the
legislation to cover U.S. Public Health Service and NOAA Commissioned Corps
members.

Take Action: Ask Your Lawmakers to Protect Service member Pay During Any
Future Shutdown

Protect Veterans From ‘Claim Sharks’
The Bill: The Governing Unaccredited Representatives Defrauding (GUARD) VA
Benefits Act would restore criminal penalties for unregulated actors who solicit
or receive fees to "help" veterans secure VA benefits. Dozens of companies are
operating in this space without oversight, leaving veterans and their families
vulnerable to aggressive marketing and costly overpayment for services they
can secure for free from accredited providers.

Take Action: Ask Your Lawmakers to Stop Predatory Claims Agents

Improve Access to Care at Military Facilities
The Bill: The Military Care, Access, Reporting and Evaluation (CARE) Act would
require a standardized digital platform beneficiaries could use to submit and
track access-to-care issues at military treatment facilities. It would also ensure
such issues reached the proper patient advocates, and that the Defense Health
Agency could access systemwide reports to address systemic issues.

Take Action: Ask Your Lawmakers to Help Fight MTF Access Problem.

President's Message: Supporting Our Uniformed
Services

From MOAA President and CEO, 4 March 2026:

As you have undoubtedly seen, uniformed service members are actively
engaged in the Middle East. At the same time, their families are "engaged"” at
home, carrying the weight of concern for their loved ones while managing the
very real stresses and anxieties that accompany armed conflict. Unfortunately,
we sadly learned that at least six American service members have made the
ultimate sacrifice on behalf of our nation.

Some of these same sacrifices and stresses were also true for recent
actions in Venezuela, Syria, Africa, and all the other places our uniformed service
members have been bravely engaged throughout the globe. And while not on
the same level of sacrifice, we have uniformed service members and families
under financial stress caused by lapses in appropriation and full or partial
government shutdowns.

We are often asked how MOAA can help our community in these times. In
all cases, including the ongoing combat engagements, MOAA Charities is
positioned to respond to individual service members or families in need. If the
worst of circumstances arise, or there are financial or other hardships on the
homefront, MOAA Charities can provide direct assistance as well as steer those
in need toward other organizations who can offer additional aid. This has been,
and will always be, the case for MOAA Charities.

MOAA's mission is directly tied to protecting and preserving the earned
benefits of those who serve and have served, their families, and their survivors.
MOAA Charities is always available to support any unformed service member or
family in crisis. We always have and always will support our men and women in
uniform, and we will always do what we can to support the strength and
success of our uniformed services and our nation. MOAA Charities may be
reached on our website.

Finally, we are often asked for MOAA's position on the use of combat
forces in specific situations. MOAA cannot offer an opinion as we are not privy
to the classified briefings, intelligence reports, and strategic considerations upon
which such decisions are made. Additionally, MOAA's stated, organizational

mission is to "preserve and protect the earned benefits" of the entire uniformed
service community. Unless the activities of the nation's elected leaders threaten
those earned benefits, taking a position on them is outside the scope of MOAA's
purpose.

We hope this is helpful, and MOAA Charities stands ready to support any
uniformed service members or families who find themselves in crisis.

MOAA Guidance On Partisan Political Activities

Partisan Political Activities: As organizations exempt from federal
taxation under Sec. 501(c)(19) of the Internal Revenue Code, MOAA and its
affiliates must take care to avoid engaging in partisan political activities. Under
IRS rules, we are prohibited from directly or indirectly participating in, or
intervening in, any political campaign on behalf of (or in opposition to) any
candidate for public office.

Candidates for Public Office: A candidate for public office is an
individual who offers himself or herself, or is proposed by others, as a
contestant for an elective public office, whether such office is national, state, or
local, and includes incumbent candidates. The prohibition also extends beyond
declared candidates and may apply to efforts to recruit an individual to run for
office or advance exploratory activities. The prohibition also applies to
advocating for the platform of one political party over another.

Prohibited Activities: Activities which constitute participation or
intervention in a political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to a candidate
include, but are not limited to, the publication or distribution of written or printed
statements or the making of oral statements on behalf of or in opposition to
such a candidate.
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In addition to these obvious examples, the prohibition goes well beyond
direct expressions of support. In determining whether an organization is
engaged in unlawful partisan political activities, the IRS applies a “facts and
circumstances” test. The IRS looks not only to the expressed language, but to
external factors, such as the communication’s timing, its targeted audience, and
how the message relates to public policy positions that distinguish a candidate
in a campaign.

Consequences for Violations: The consequences to an organization that
violates the prohibition on partisan political activity can be severe including the
loss of its tax exempt status and the imposition of certain excise taxes. For
public charities, like The MOAA Foundation and the MOAA Scholarship Fund,
the IRS can disallow tax deductions for charitable contributions. In addition, for
an organization whose mission involves advocacy on key military community
issues, MOAA must seek support from elected representatives from both
parties. Engaging in partisan political activities on behalf of one party or
candidate would seriously undermine MOAA’s ability to achieve the bipartisan
consensus on key issues essential to achieving its legislative objectives.

Personal Opinions: As individuals, members and leaders of MOAA and
MOAA’s affiliates are not prohibited from engaging in partisan political activities
so long as they do so in way that makes it clear they are acting for themselves
and do not appear to be speaking on behalf of MOAA or its affiliates. For
example, it is permissible for an individual to express his or her personal
preference in support of or in opposition to a candidate or political party. And
they may do so publicly. However, when ex- pressing their personal opinions or
preferences, they may not make reference to their MOAA position, use MOAA
communications channels, use MOAA letterhead or newsletters, identify
themselves as MOAA leaders, or imply that MOAA or its members share their
beliefs.
